From Merced: Take North 99 to the Shanks / Delhi Exit. Turn right onto Shanks. Take Shanks to
Vincent. Turn left on Vincent. Take Vincent to East Ave. Turn right on East Ave. Take East Ave. to
Hickman Road. Turn left on Hickman Road. Take Hickman Road to Yosemite Ave. in Waterford. Turn left
on Yosemite Ave. Take Yosemite Ave. to Reinway Ave. Turn left on Reinway Ave. The High School will
be immediately to your right. Approximately 1 hour from Merced.
