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Problems and Happiness from Japan to London

 Japan can be explained into three easy words: Fear, Survival, and Hope. The Japanese have been standing on thin ice since 

March when the 8.9 earthquake stuck off the coast of Japan. The strong earthquake caused a huge tsunami with waves up to 21 feet 

high, in Hawaii of 7 feet and small damage to property on the coast of California. The tsunami also caused many nuclear plants to 

blow and release a lot of radiation into the air. It did travel to Southern California but since the distance is about 5000 miles away 

the radiation level did rise a little but not enough to cause health problems. Over a month later, they did somewhat resolve the prob-

lem. To avoid more explosions, Japan is pumping Nitrogen Gas into a reactor to keep from radioactive water leaking. Since this 

devastating event, there are eyes peeled on the two reactors in Illinois, just in case of an accident. 

 

 Traveling into Libya, a little while after Eygpt finally caused their President to step down, passing weeks of U.S. and 

NATO intruding one-third of Gadhafi's ground armor, had been terminated along with his air defense, but according to one stale-

mate it is possible that the fight between government and rebel forces could go on for some time. One official even stated that, 

"Neither side has the wherewithal to move." The rebels don't carry the same equipment as the military, such as manpower, weapons 

or vehicles. Thanks to Gadhafi forces still continuing their attacks, the source of supplies are running out. One official stated, 

“Gadhafi cannot undertake a major ground force movement at this point because it will put his units in the crosshairs of NATO 

airstrikes.” Gadhafi's forces, in other words, are causing innocents to be in a horrible situation. The United States and NATO be-

lieve there are about 15,000 “shoulder-fired anti-aircraft missiles” which remain in Gadhafi forces' hands. Most of these fights are 

happening in Misrata. Gadhafi still remains to have in person meetings with his associates but not a lot of communications with his 

forces. Fiber-optic communications and other communications reside in schools and mosques that cause it to be a very difficult 

place to strike. 

 

 On a happier note, a big wedding is planned for the royal family on April 29, 2011 at Westminster Abbey in London. With 

Spring in the air, it is a perfect month for, as BBC news has said, “one of the biggest public occasions in the UK in recent years.” It 

is expected that thousands of people will line up the streets of London on this glorious day. With the day already having a few pres-

sures on the royal couple, paparazzi does not seem to get the memo to not only to leave them alone but to stop harassing the royals 

over all. From past experiences with paparazzi, look at what happen to Diana Princess of Wales. Knowing that Kate Middleton, the 

bride, is in the same situation, she is handling it just as Diana did with the hope that the same tragedy won't strike. As for Prince 

William, the groom, he has more important things to worry about such as Kate and his job of Prince before the wedding comes into 

play. Best of luck with the lovely royal couples. (By time this goes to publication the Royal Wedding will have occurred)
