Course Description:

In order to receive credit for second semester Level one, and to be recommended to Level two, all 
Level one foreign language students must pass an oral proficiency exam successfully. To prepare for 
the exam, students should practice aloud at home or with an advanced language student. The more 
practice the better the opportunity for success.

The following list comprises the exam:

• Greetings

• Dates, time, weather

• Personal information: age, name, hometown, family • Daily, leisure activities

• Courtesy expressions

• Clothing, colors

• Numbers 1-100

• Basic objects in home and school

• People, physical characteristics

• City, buildings

Examiners

• The foreign language department staff, and trained student assistants and community volunteers 
will test the students.
